Opaque ruby. Smoky cherry and dark berries on the 
pungent, oak-spiced nose and palate. Chewy, tightly 
focused blackcurrant and bitter cherry flavors are 
underscored by a minerally nuance and a hint of 
lavender, with tangy acidity providing lift.  Closes with 
building tannins, repeating smokiness and outstanding 
spicy persistence.  By all means give this one a little air 
time or rest in the cellar.

Heady mineral- and spice-accented 
aromas of cherry, fresh flowers and peppery spices, with 
hints of woodsmoke and pipe tobacco in the background.  
Opens taut and minerally, with bitter cherry and cassis 
flavors, then fleshes out in the mid-palate to offer juicy 
blueberry and floral pastille qualities and a touch of bitter 
chocolate.  Finishes sappy and long, with slow-building 
tannins and repeating  florality.
